Wireless door chimes and pushbuttons shall be rated for 150’ of range.
B.
Wireless door chimes are available with up to 13 chime tunes.
C.
Multiple battery powered wireless pushbuttons shall actuate one common wireless chime receiver.
D.
Different chime tunes can be assigned to each pushbutton.
E. Wireless chime receivers and wireless pushbutton transmitters shall operate on a RF frequency of 315 MHz.
